· The overall aim of the Apprenticeship Programme is to enable the post holder to develop knowledge and skills through hands on experience as well as via Apprenticeship Training. Attendance at a Derbyshire based college is anticipated to be required one day a week.
· The Apprentice will work under supervision and guidance to develop skills, knowledge and experience to provide delivery of an effective and efficient service. 
· At the end of the 15 month programme it is anticipated that the Apprentice will become employment ready and will be given the opportunity to apply for available permanent employment opportunities within the District Council.
